Judge Schmehl issued a decision to dismiss the Adorers’ request for a hearing
under the Religious Freedom Restoration Act...the latest in the Adorers’
longstanding case against the Transcontinental Gas Pipe Line...that dates
back to the summer of 2017, when Transco seized the sisters’ land under
eminent domain to build an extension of the Atlantic Sunrise pipeline. The
Adorers of the Blood of Christ are disappointed, but not entirely surprised, in
the court's ruling. The Adorers believe that something good will come out of

their ongoing struggle to remain true to their religious beliefs and practices.
